3) Houk {209 Vile St.)~ No change. City will mow and fine. The city has received no more information from the
deceased property owner’s granddaughter/

4) The property owned by Melvin and Judy Jones located at 832 E. Main Street has been sold. New property
owner has plans to improve the property.

5) The mobile home owned by Frances Ashley on Hart Av. is deteriorated with the roof falling in - CEQ Jimmy
Martin investigated this property. No one is living in the mobile home.

6) Veach Property (E Main St.) - Owners obtained a permit to being work on the property. Work has started.

7)  Board members request that an ordinance be presented to the city council regarding grass being blown into
the street due to mowing.

8) Brian Shelley property (460 Dixie St.). Board members request zoning information due to vehicles being
stored on the property.

10) Bobby Page (Walnut St.). Disabled vehicle parked on the street. This vehicle has been moved.
11) Bobby Page - Garage on 31-W needs to have vehicles moved from the premises.
